@This article examines not only IPE but also IPP (interprofessional practice). IPP is a

praxis experience where two or more professions come together at a clinical site
to deliver care. In placements, students apply the principles of IPE learned in the-
ory classes as they work within the interdisciplinary team. The value of IPP is
threefold: 1) collaboration skills are developed; 2) praxis occurs in informal ways;
and 3) interprofessional development is encouraged. The challenges of IPP are: 1)
negotiating and planning for practice settings where students can work together;
2) poor IPP experiences can adversely impact an understanding of other profes-
sions and negatively impact future collaborations; and 3) a better understanding
of the actual impact of IPP has on interprofessional practice and decision making
is required.

In Canada, interprofessional collaborative team-based approaches to care are
necessary for health care reform and better delivery. These approaches promote
safer, integrated, coordinated, and holistic client care. Effective Interprofession-
al practice (IPP) has positively impacted client health outcomes through en-
hanced coordination of care and optimization of health service delivery.

While academic institutions incorporate interprofessional education (IPE) and
interprofessional collaborations (IPC) as part of the theoretical preparation of
students, more attention is nhecessary to integrating IPP into experiential learning
approaches. Some promising frameworks for integrating IPE learning in experi-
ential ways include Leicester's Model of Interprofessional Education, Kolb's ex-
periential learning theory (KELT), and Wenger's Communities of Practice mod-
el. Creating learning activities and interprofessional experiences based on these
approaches is promising. Inthe future, an emphasis on evaluating student expe-
